Margaret River Wine Show. This
is on top of its successes last
year.

We have decided that even with
this wine show success we will

keep the bottle price at $15 (by
the case) the same as last year.

Report on new plantings

We have now completed the
new planting of Chardonnay
and Sauvignon Blanc grapes.

There is an enormous amount
of preparation that goes on
before a single vine is planted
in the ground.

Firstly, we installed a complete
sub-soil drainage system to
capture excess water and divert
it into the dam. The ground was
then ripped transverse and
longitudinally  with  fertiliser
dropped in the rip lines. The
new grape vines were then
planted and the trellis system
installed, the trickle irrigation
run out and connected.

The Chardonnay grape vine
rootlings were sourced from
Leeuwin Estate, one of the best
Chardonnays in the world. With
that pedigree we have high
expectations.
